2   Access to Information - Exclusion of Press and Public   
It may be necessary to pass a resolution to exclude the press and public 
having reflected on Article 12 12.02(d) (a presumption in favour of 
openness) of the Constitution. This decision may be required because 
consideration of this matter in public may disclose information falling 
within one of the descriptions of exempt information in Schedule 12A to 
the Local Government Act 1972. The Regulatory Sub Committee will 
need to decide whether, in all the circumstances of the case, the public 
interest in maintaining the exemption, outweighs the public interest in 
disclosing the information. 
 
To consider passing the following resolution so that exempt information 
may be discussed: 
 
Recommended by the Proper Officer that under Section 100A(4) of the 
Local Government Act 1972 the public be excluded from the next item of 
business on the grounds that it involves the likely disclosure of exempt 
information as defined in paragraph 1 respectively of Part 1 of Schedule 
12A of the Act, namely information relating an individual. 
 

3   Hearing to determine if a person is fit and proper to hold a Hackney 
Carriage and Private Hire Licence  (Pages 5 - 74) 
Mid Devon District Council (the Council) is responsible for licensing the 
Hackney Carriage and Private Hire trade in Mid Devon.  
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The Licensing Team have information which may call in to question the 
applicant’s suitability to hold a licence. The Sub-Committee must decide 
whether or not the individual is fit and proper to hold a licence with this 
authority.

2. Members’ Code of Conduct requirements 
When considering the declaration of interests and their actions as a councillor, 
Members are reminded of the requirements of the Members’ Code of Conduct 
and the underpinning Principles of Public Life: Honesty; Integrity; Selflessness; 
Objectivity; Accountability; Openness; Leadership.

3. Minutes of the Meeting 
Details of the issues discussed, and recommendations made at the meeting will 
be set out in the minutes, which the Committee will be asked to approve as a 
correct record at its next meeting. Minutes of meetings are not verbatim.   
 
4. Exclusion of Press & Public 
When considering an item on the agenda, the Committee may consider it 
appropriate to pass a resolution under Section 100A (4) Schedule 12A of the 
Local Government Act 1972 that the press and public be excluded from the 
meeting on the basis that if they were present during the business to be 
transacted there would be a likelihood of disclosure of exempt information, as 
defined under the terms of the Act. If there are members of the public and press 
listening to the open part of the meeting, then the Democratic Services Officer 
will, at the appropriate time, ask participants to leave the meeting when any 
exempt or confidential information is about to be discussed. They will be invited 
to return as soon as the meeting returns to open session. 
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5. Fire Drill Procedure 
If you hear the fire alarm you should leave the building by the marked fire exits, 
follow the direction signs and assemble at the master point outside the 
entrance. Do not use the lifts or the main staircase. You must wait there until 
directed otherwise by a senior officer. If anybody present is likely to need 
assistance in exiting the building in the event of an emergency, please ensure 
you have let a member of Democratic Services know before the meeting begins 
and arrangements will be made should an emergency occur.
